What?

¢ Many people need to drive a vehicle as part of their job and despite the
increasing focus on safety it is still one of the most dangerous things you can do

o Safe driving is more than just knowing how to operate the controls. It requires a
good knowledge of the Highway Code and a commitment to follow the rules by
carefully observing driving conditions and operating the vehicle to suit these
changing conditions

Why?

e Road accidents are the
biggest cause of fatalities
each year, approximately
3,400 are killed and 36,000
seriously injured annually
as a result of road
accidents in the UK

e Some 65% of road traffic
crashes/accidents involve a
vehicle driven on company
business
